
COURSE PARTICULARS * The following pages feature individual tee signs and their corresponding
drone fly-through video. Please note that the drone fly-throughs may not match your hole exactly. 

• There are park regulars that do not like the course going permanent, so please be respectful and do
not give them photo ops of any disc golfers not following park rules, destroying trees, or not being
respectful of the park and guests in general. 
1. Creek on left that extends to the pond, painted line. 
2. Beyond outer loop path, painted line. 
3. Beyond outer loop path, painted line. 
4. In creek, Surrounded by water, or painted line. 
5. In or beyond creek by painted line or on gravel roads by painted line or beyond fence. 
6. No OB. 
7. In creek and hay field on or over road, beyond fence, all indicated by painted lines. 
8. On or over road, painted line.
 9. Creek and beyond or on or over gravel roads, indicated by painted lines. 
10. On or over road (painted line) or over property fence. Do not cross any private property fence to
retrieve a disc; Please respect our park neighbor. 
11. On or over road, painted line. 
12. On or beyond outer loop path, painted line. 
13. On or beyond outer loop path, painted line. 
14. Over property fence and on or beyond outer loop path, painted line. Do not cross any private
property fence to retrieve a disc; Please respect our park neighbor. 
15. On or beyond outer loop path, painted line. 
16. Creek on left that extends behind the basket to the right, painted line. 
17. On gravel roads (painted line), on or beyond outer loop path (painted line), or surrounded by
water. 
18. On or beyond outer loop path (painted line), on or over paved surface, in the cattail basin and
outlet creek OB bog line extends to the parking lot, painted line. Practice area extends back behind
gold tee, painted with flags
